MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

BETWEEN

MAHARANA PRATAP UNIVERSITY OF AGRICULTURE AND TECHNOLOGY

UDAIPUR, RAJASTHAN, INDIA

AND

KANSAS STATE UNIVERSITY

MANHATTAN, KANSAS, USA

FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF ACADEMIC COOPERATION

AND

A TWINNING DEGREE PROGRAM

Maharana Pratap University of Agriculture and Technology, Udaipur (hereinafter “MPUAT”, “Udaipur”) and Kansas State University (hereinafter "K-State") seek to enhance academic cooperation of mutual benefit to both institutions.

1 MPUAT, Udaipur and K-State propose;

1.1 Cooperation in the exchange of information related to teaching and research activities in fields of mutual interest;

1.2 Promotion of appropriate joint research projects and joint courses of study, with particular emphasis on internationally funded projects;

1.3 Encouragement of students and staff to spend periods of time in the other University;

2. Develop Twinning Degree Programs, including :
2.1 Establishment of twinning degree programs that may be made in any fields mutually agreed upon by the respective faculty at the two universities.  The academic standing of such students shall be determined by the host university. Exchange students will be accorded the rights and privileges of students in the host country in accordance with the regulations of the host university relating to students and will be admitted under the terms and conditions established by the host university. The participating students will earn the degrees from Kansas State University and MPUAT, Udaipur.

2.2 Admission to a specific department or course is subject to a student's qualifications for the chosen area of study and to the availability of resources in the period for which admission is sought.

2.3 The aim of the agreement shall be to achieve a broad balance in the respective contributions and benefits of the collaboration, and this shall be subject to periodic review by both Universities.

2.4 Exchange of academic staff of the two universities may take place for a period of one or two semesters each in an undergraduate level in fields of their expertise.

3. Exchange staff and postgraduate students, including:
3.1 Exchange of academic staff and postgraduate students as visiting scholars for joint research projects or other agreed-upon professional activities. The period of such an arrangement will normally be for one academic year, but may be for any period of time agreed upon by the respective academic units and universities. These arrangements may include short courses for specific training needs.

3.2 The home University will normally undertake to continue the salary of the participant. All other financial matters, including travel costs, are subject to individual negotiation, and will normally be the responsibility of the persons involved and their home University.   The host University undertakes to assist in the renting of appropriate housing, and to supply workspace, library and technical facilities as appropriate.
4. Implement this Memorandum of Understanding through Subsequent Agreements:
4.1 Both universities recognize that subsequent discussion will be needed to identify priorities and resources for the accomplishment of the goals laid out in this Memorandum of Understanding. Both universities also recognize that their respective academic departments will have a primary responsibility for developing cooperative programs involving their faculty members.

4.2 Subsequent agreements may be negotiated and established for the implementation of specific cooperative programs. Any reciprocal student exchange agreement may require approval of the Kansas Board of Regents and the Governor of Kansas, in accordance with the laws of the State of Kansas and, similarly, the Board of Management, MPUAT, Udaipur and Government of Rajasthan, in accordance with the laws of Indian Constitution.

Memorandum of Understanding will take effect from the date of its signing and shall be valid for a period of five years from the date, unless terminated earlier upon six months' notice by either party. The Memorandum of Understanding may be revoked or modified by mutual agreement between the parties, and may be extended further its initial five-year term by mutual agreement.
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
