Acharya N. G. Ranga Agricultural University (ANGRAU) Vice Chancellor’s Second Visit to K-State

Agenda for May 11-12, 2007 
As you may recall, Dr. S. Raghuvardhan Reddy, the Vice Chancellor of ANGRAU, Rajendranagar, India, visited Kansas State University during April 25-27, 2006 to sign a Memorandum of Agreement (MOU) to establish cooperative linkages and initiate action plans that are mutually beneficial.  Dr. Reddy visited K-State with two other university officials (Dr. Adinarayana Rao [Director of Research] and Dr. Bhasker Reddy [Director of International Programs] and the university’s Board of Directors.  Since Dr. Reddy’s visit in April, Bhadriraju Subramanyam (November 2006), Sajid Alavi (March 2007), and Barry Mitchie (March-April 2007) of K-State have visited India and ANGRAU to follow up on initiatives discussed in the MOU.  During the May 11-12, 2007 meeting we can summarize past efforts and future prospects of K-State’s partnership with ANGRAU.  Three other documents sent along with this agenda provide a synopsis of K-State’s efforts since signing the MOU.
Two rooms have been reserved at Holiday Inn for Dr. Reddy for two nights and for Dr. Rao for one night.  
Dr. Reddy and Dr. Rao will be visiting K-State May 11 and 12 after their visit to St. Louis to attend the World Agriculture Forum.  The agenda during Dr. Reddy’s second visit is given below.
